They are not expected to be cheap, but they are expected to do their job in a manner that leaves nothing to chance and nothing to be desired, year after year.”

METAlliance founders Frank Fillipetti and Al Schmitt have both been using Prism Sound products on recent projects and their satisfaction with the units’ performances was instrumental in both receiving certification, which was announced at the NAMM show in Los Angeles in January.
Multi-Grammy winner Filipetti used an Orpheus in conjunction with Cubase to record Carly Simon at her home in Marthas Vineyard. 
Commenting on the Orpheus, he says: “The sound quality is fantastic and I’m really impressed with it. I don’t make buying decisions lightly, but after evaluating the Orpheus and realising how good it was I just didn’t want to give it back.”
Meanwhile, at Capitol Studios in Los Angeles, Al Schmitt has been using Prism Sound’s ADA-8XR converters to record Willy Nelson, Barbra Streisand and Diana Krall. 
“In my opinion, these are some of the best converters I have ever used,” he says. “I love their transparency and the fact that they don’t colour the sound at all. I also love the clarity of the audio I get when I use Prism Sound ADA-8XRs.
