The Music Producers Guild Awards 2010 will be held at the Cafe de Paris in London on February 11th. Once again, the Music Producers Guild is collaborating with the BRITS to present the winner of its Producer of the Year category with a BRIT Award for Best Producer. 
There will be 15 categories in total, including Producer of the Year, Recording Engineer of the Year, Best Mixer, Best Mastering Engineer and the Joe Meek Award for Innovation in Production.

Anyone, including non-Music Producers Guild members, can nominate individuals (including themselves) for a particular award.
