Glossop has a 20 year history with Van Morrison, which persists to this day. Recently he has been working on debut albums with singer/songwriters Naomi Bedford and Mandyleigh Storm, recording & mixing a new live album for Lloyd Cole, mixing a studio album for Spanish artist, Revolver and producing a single for Tom Hickox. He is currently producing new singer/songwriter, Ariel Archer.
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
