He’s not the only one either. “The Masters we delivered were good enough to negate the need for a New York mix,” he says. “What we completed here in our small studio in Brighton rivalled what could be achieved in NYC, and that was according to Shakira’s A+R”

Wiltshire is also very happy with the service he’s received from Prism Sound. “From the moment I started contacting Prism about the Orpheus they’ve been a breath of fresh air,” he says. “It’s great to be able to speak to someone at a manufacturer whose name you know and who diligently sends you emails about exactly how to set their kit up to meet your own specific needs.

“Having the Orpheus means I never have to worry. You just turn it on and then you don’t have to think about it all day. Apart from enjoying the front panel lightshow!”

It features line, microphone and instrument inputs, selectable RIAA Equalization for turntables, a built-in premium-quality monitoring mixer for each output providing for performer foldback and surround monitoring, and concurrent ADAT and switchable S/PDIF or AES3 digital I/O plus support for outboard MIDI devices. Dual headphone outputs are provided each with its own volume control, both monitoring the same headphone feed.
