The Orpheus was my first choice.”

Blame’s purchase of the unit is partly down to the fact that whenever he visits a mastering room, they always seem to have Prism Sound converters and EQs as standard. “The mastered quality is always incredible and I wanted to have the same high quality back in my production chain,” he says. “When mixing I can hear every detail which allows me to make creative decisions easily. When recording vocals or any of my outboard synthesizers the sound reproduced is pure and crystal clear and un-coloured – exactly what is needed!”

His first experiences have confirmed that the investment was worth it too. “As soon as I installed the Orpheus and hit play I could hear the clarity and depth of sound instantly. I started mixing a new track on it straight away and haven't looked back since!’ he says. “I also had to record vocals for a new track the next day and was also blown away with the detail and purity of the recordings.

“My Orpheus is now firmly placed as my number one audio interface and I will be using it on all my upcoming projects and recording sessions from now on.”
