Waylon chose PMC IB2SA XBD monitors on the basis of previous good experiences with them. “I first worked on PMC at Q Point Studios in Hilversum, which is where most of my tracks are mastered,” he says. “I liked the sound of Q Point’s monitors, but I also took advise from Jules Fransen and Raf Lenssens at Joystick Audio, PMC’s distributor in the Benelux countries, and from Jelle van der Voet of Pinna Acoustics who designed my control room. Joystick’s staff are really knowledgeable and helpful, which is why I recommend them to everyone in my music network.”

Since starting his career in music production in 2003, Waylon has produced over 900 tracks for more than 70 artists including Django Wagner, Wesley Klein, Stef Ekkel, Gerard Joling, Frans Duijts and Jeffrey Heesen.

“We are currently working on two albums, including a Christmas album for Django Wagner,” Waylon says. “I use my studio for pretty much everything and I mix completely in the box, so my studio has a large selection of plugins and outboard equipment from manufacturers such as Crane Song, Roland, Lexicon and Tube-Tech. The great thing about mixing this way is having the recall function. Also, the plugins keep getting better and better, and you can really hear the difference on the PMC speakers.”
